il Guidelines for the Group Project: “FEAST OF CIVILIZATIONS”

A. Form groups of 10. Each group will be assigned to one of the three ancient civilizations (Egypt, Greece, Maya).

B. Each group will be assigned to present. in the following format:

i. S-minutes: Brief intraduction of their assigned civilization — Geographical location, its people, brief history
(which includes the period of duration and 3 turning points in its ancient history), and contemporary updates
about the civilization {i.e., What is it now? Is it a nation-state? What happened to its ancient legacies?) .

ii. 10-minutes: Who are they? (e.g., who are the Egyptians? The Greeks?) ’

Here, the group will talk about the unique characteristics, bizarre practices (if any), distinct cultural features,
and the most important contributions to humanity of the civilization assigned to them.

iii. 15-minutes: In-depth discussion af eititer a controversy (e.g., How the pyramids were built, or the truth about
the Mayan apocalypse, etc.) or an important cultural characteristic {e.g., Greek mythology, or Egyptian book of
the dead), or an important event in the history of this civilization {e.g., the Persian Wars, Battle of
Thermopylae—300!, or Peioponnesian War}

iv. 5-minutes- Open forum. The group will answer questions fram the audience

v. 5-minutes- For closure, the group can either present a cultural presentation (song, dance, etc.) or exhibit
cultural artifacts (pictures or reproductlons) or show a short music video that exemplifies the civilization’s
uniqueness. .

C.  The group must assign the ff. tasks to its members: 1 group leader, 2 members to lead Part 1: Introduction, 2 members
to lead Part 2-“Who are they”,3 members for Part 3-In-depth, and 2 members for Part 5-Cultural Show.

D. Materials and creativity: Bear in mind that the expected output is not just traditional reporting, but a creative
presentation that will allow the whole class to get to know more and “experience” the civilization assigned to each
group. You may present using multi-media, use PowerPoint or show short film clips {if you'd need equipments, you
have to inform me at least 3 days before your presentation). As for the format of presentation, you may improvise (for
example, you may do a talk-show style presentation, or a game show, drama, you may even wear castumes if you
want). ‘

E. Written output: Each group must submit a 1-page outline of their presentation (which will include description of their
presentation and notes) with a list of references/sources. This must be submitted 3 days before their presentation
date. In addition, each group must prepare a 1-2-page handout that summarized the facts and information they
presented to the class. Each group must reproduce the handout for the whole class and distribute before their
presentation.

F. Grading scheme: This project is 15% of your final grade.
